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One of Australia’s most exciting young talents, Jud Wimhurst is pushing sculpture in a 

refreshing and dynamic new direction. Wimhurst describes his work as ‘spoilt 

children’. After their conception he allows them to tell him exactly what they need 

or want and he sees it as his job to do these things for them. 

Wimhurst experiments and fine tunes his technique in his studio, he even makes his 

own tools in order to make his work, Wimhurst utilizes such materials as wood, clear 

acrylic sheet, inks, resins and heavy lacquers. 

Conceptually, the sculptures are inspired by consumerism, design, pop culture, 

mortality and humour - and in particular the point of which these themes may meet 

or intersect.
